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"Our office staff, as usual, has had a strezuous year—and both
Messrs. Johnson and Berenger have my grateful thanks for all they
have done. Tha Unicn is growing, and with it the work involved in
ranning it, and tha time has coma when he work needs some re-organisa-
tion, and when effect is given o the chaoges I have initiated I feel
eonfident that it will bring greater efficiency in ibs train.

" Pinsally, I wish to conclade, if I may, on a personal note. T have
been Captain of the good ship D.B.U. for 4 long years—practically
throughoub the war, so that I may be termed your War Presideny, Per-
haps never in the annalg of the Union had it to face such partienjar and
diffienlt problams as arose during this psriod. It was urique in many
respects. In the firsi place, we had the diskinct good fortune of asso-
ciating with what may be termed our own people, the Duteh, This
conbact wag extremaly helpful, particularly to the younger generation,
as it brought home to them the sfock to which they belong. During
this period many of our young girls married Dutebhmen and in this way
it has formsd a new link. I feel sure that the bonds and friendships
formed will'be for the hetterment and in the best interests of the Com-
munity ; we have also bad the privilege of making friends with people
of gtanding who I fasl sure if required will render all the help they
could to the Community. Albhough we naturally befriended the Duteh
Forces in parkicalar, wa also did all we could to other members of the
Allied Forces, so that our war-econtribution towards the weliare of Ser-
vice personnael ig indeed very creditabla. -

- Turning from the war fo other mabters, it will be remsm-
bered that we enfiertained the members of the Soulbury Commis-
sion and by doing so gave them an opportunity of meeting us and
forming an. opinion affer perscnal eontast. In like manner the
period of my stewardship records a pericd of unusual activity,

and ¥ wish therefora to express my deep gratitude to all these,

and they are many, who helped ma duting my capbainey,  After a long
voyage of 4 years, I hava brought the good-ship D.B.U. safely into
harbour. It is only the Cap$ain and his officera {the Secratary and the
Transurer) and the craw (the General Committes) that know what we
had o encotnter during this voyage, At $imes the westher was sxesl-
lent and everything was sunshine—there wers other times when we had
to aneounber dangercus under-currents and submerged rocks, and it is
only the Captain and his officers that know the perils that had to be
faced, but we had good faith and naver lost hearf, and so after this long
voyage I am particularly happy to have been able to bring the ship
gafely into harbour, and when she now goes into dry dock and is
examined by the shipwrights and underwriters, I feel sure she will be
found perfectly sound and fit for anobther voyage, and when she sots sail

with a new Captlain, new officers, and a new crew, my fervent hepe ig. -

that she will have a very pleasant and successful, voyage, with blus
skieg, rippling waters, and soft breszes, There are new lands still re.
meining to ba explorad and may this be successeiully achieved and bring
forth an abundant harvest”, 4
